AN EASTER MESSAGE

“Something strange is happening—
there is a great silence on earth
today… The whole earth keeps silence
because the King is asleep”

(Ancient Homily for Holy Saturday, Office of
Readings).

In that silence, Christ descends—not
in defeat, but in victory. He enters the
darkness of death itself and calls out
to the dead: “Awake, O sleeper, and
rise from the dead.” This is Easter. The
tomb is empty. Death is conquered.
And Christ does not rise alone—He
comes to raise us with Him. He enters
our sin, our suffering, our darkness,
and says: Rise. As St. Augustine
reminds us, “We are an Easter people,
and Alleluia is our song.”

Where there is despair, He brings
hope. Where there is brokenness, He
brings healing. Where there is death,
He brings life. May the Risen Lord
bring you and your families hope,
healing and new life. A blessed and
joyful Easter to you and your family.
