HOLY THURSDAY - FOOT WASHING

Beginning this year, the Washing of
the Feet on Holy Thursday will follow
more closely the structure given in the
Church’s liturgical norms, with twelve
individuals representing the Apostles.

In recent years, we have welcomed
broader participation in this gesture.
While that has been a meaningful
experience for many, the Church
envisions this rite as a sign that points
specifically to Christ’'s service of the
Twelve, and the call to servant
leadership within the Church.

We recognize that some may be
disappointed not to participate
directly this year. However, all of us
are invited to enter deeply into the
meaning of the gesture—not only by
watching, but by imitating Christ’s
humility and service in our daily lives.
