Author:

Isaiah means = the salvation of Jehovah

Call people back to God - they were living contrary to God's will and God's word.
The first 39 chapters deal with sin, a call to return and repent and judgement.
The last 27 chapters bring a message of forgiveness, comfort and hope.
They had a form Godliness, but their hearts were far from the Lord.
Isaiah encourages the people to develop strong faith and tells them how.
He challenges them to Godly behavior. They make choices. There are
consequences.

Vs. 12b - you never think about the Lord or notice what He is doing.
Avoid the errors, mindsets, and activities of Israel 

Principles from Isaiah Ch. 6
Vs. 8 - ...Whom should I send...? Who will go for us? And I said, Lord I will go, send
me. 

Principles from Isaiah Ch. 7
Vs. 9 - If you are not firm in your faith, you will not be firm at all. 

Principles from Isaiah Ch. 8

Don't blame God for your self-induced problems.
Shattered = to lose courage by the pressure of sudden fear.
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
