Group Descriptions

Through personal study, small group discussion, and large group teaching, our
Bible studies provide an opportunity to study books of the Bible in community with
other women. Whether you're a new believer or someone who has walked with
Jesus for years, our women'’s studies are open to anyone at any stage in their
faith. These studies typically meet throughout the year on Wednesday mornings
and Thursday evenings, with Wednesday mornings offering childcare.

The purpose of the Women’s Discipleship Program is for spiritually mature women
to share the gospel and their lives with other women in order to encourage and
equip them to glorify God as they learn to think biblically and live covenantally
through an understanding of biblical principles. To accomplish this purpose, we
currently are meeting in small groups using a curriculum developed by our
Women’s Ministry team. We keep these discipleship groups small in number to
promote deep relationships and vulnerability. Currently, the program is structured
to meet for seven weeks during the summer. These groups and this program is
growing and ever changing so keep an eye on our website, monthly emails, and
social media outlets for updated information.
