REFLECTION Exodus 16:13-35
God makes a way for the Israelites by providing
manna and gquail in the wilderness, meeting
their needs when no other path seemed

possible. Yet this provision required obedience—
they were to gather onlyv what God instructed,
trusting that each new day would bring enough.
God's gifts were never meant to be hoarded but
received with gratitude and shared within the
community so that evervone had enough to eat.
In the same way, God continues to make a way
for us, often calling us to faithful obedience
before we can see the whole journey ahead. As
we trust God's provision, we become part of
God's provision for others, feeding our
neighbors with generosity, compassion, and
hope. When we follow where God leads, we
discover that God's abundance is not only
enough for us but is meant to nourish the whole
community.
