Sermon Discussion Questions

Please take a few minutes after the service today to discuss together the
following questions with whom you are gathered.

1. Assuming that you have chosen the Narrow Way/Gate, discuss with your group
the joys that you have experienced even though the way may have been difficult.

2. Similarly, we read in Jeremiah 6:16 that we are to “ask where the good way is
and walk in it, and you will find rest for your souls.” Share with one another the
“rest for your souls” that you have experienced despite the trials you have faced.

3. Describe some of the “hard/difficult way” that you have encountered as a
follower of Jesus. Perhaps you are in such a season right now. Take time to pray
for each other: to keep our minds fixed on Christ, even in the most excruciating
times. (Isaiah 26:3—You keep him in perfect peace whose mind is stayed on you,
because he trusts in you.)
