God has promised that we can 
choose joy in all seasons by setting our minds on things above and 
remembering that in the end, we win!

Diving In:  
Read the Christmas Story in Matthew 1:18-2:12 
• What are the moments of joy that you notice? 
• What are the moments of struggle? 
• Talk about a time in your life when God asked you to take a step of 

faith. 
 
Going Deeper: 
• Read Philippians 4:8 
• Take time to reflect on those words: True, noble, right, pure, 

lovely, admirable, excellent, praiseworthy 
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• How does a focus on the good things in our lives help us to choose 
joy? 

• Verse 3 of Joy to the World says  
“No more let sins and sorrows grow, Nor thorns infest the ground 
He comes to make His blessings flow   
Far as the curse is found, Far as the curse is found, Far as far as the

o Read Romans 8: 18-21 
o What does Romans 8 tell us about the curse that is talked 

about in Joy to the World? 
• Read Revelation 21: 1-5 

o This verse represents the promise that in the life to come, we 
win!
