Life Church Utah is located in West Valley City, Utah. The church has had a continuous
presence in this part of the Salt Lake Valley since the mid-1960’s. Throughout these years, Life
Church Utah has reached our community faithfully. Since the mid 70's, we have been situated
on the corner of Bangerter Highway and 4700 south, a visible space that has allowed the
Church broad access to the people of our community. We also have a Spanish Language
service that is offered each weekend at the West Valley Campus. Our core ministry is Life

Groups that meet in homes, businesses, outdoors, etc, to build community and faith.

Life Church Utah also has an extensive outreach to our community. We currently feed around
300 families per week through partnerships with the state, county, and city. Throughout the
year, we also partner with local elementary schools for unique opportunities to bless families.

With some significant transitions behind us, we look forward to new opportunities that are
ahead of us. The team is unified in our vision and values. The church is growing with an influx of
the unchurched and those stepping away from the LDS faith. The Children’s Pastor role will be
essential as we move to implement the vision and values broadly in the lives of our families and
their children, birth through 5th grade. Continuing the growth in our context is going to take
innovative ideas and compassion for the obvious needs due to where we are located. There are

unique expressions for ministry that are waiting to be discovered!

O Strategically implement the vision and values of Life Church Utah

O Protect and promote the culture of the church

O Oversee all programming for children throughout the church. (Birth - 5th grade)

O Establish and maintain a security system that protects children in our church'’s care.

O Plan and oversee special events related to children and families

O In consultation with the Lead Pastor, define a vision for the children’s ministry that
contributes to the church’s overall vision. Develop a ministry plan to achieve that vision.



O Recruit, develop, and deploy children’s ministry volunteers.

O Regularly report to the church’s leadership about the accomplishments of the children’s
ministry.

O Maintain the integrity of the children’s Bible teaching time by ensuring the instruction is
consistent with the doctrinal convictions of the church.

O Manage all children’s ministry staff that work with children from birth through 5th grade.

O Identify and execute ministry and missions opportunities for children to participate in.

O Be available to preach and teach the Bible in adult worship service when asked.

O Explore emerging technologies that help engage more volunteers in the ministry of the
church.

O In consultation with other children’s ministry leaders and senior church leadership, develop
an annual budget for the children’s ministry and operate within the constraints of that
budget.

O Review all curriculum used by the children’s ministry and ensures they are consistent with the
church’s doctrinal commitments.

O Participate in general pastoral duties as needed (weddings, funerals, counseling, etc.).

O 3 years of experience in a full-time ministry situation with children.

O A desire to teach and mentor children in biblical truth.

O A growing Christian faith and character.

O Ability to pass a background check.

O A commitment to the mission of the church.

O A sense of calling toward pastoral ministry.

O A lifestyle congruent with the biblical requirements for leaders (1 Tim. 3:1-13; 2 Tim. 2; Titus
1:5-9).
