Share the Love of Jesus

Read Galatians 5:22 NirV

“But the fruit the Holy Spirit produces is love, joy
and peace. It is being patient, kind and good. It is
being faithful.”

Have you ever picked a strawberry that wasn’t
quite ripe yet?

Read 1 John 3:18 NIrV

“Dear children, don’t just talk about love. Put your

love into action. Then it will truly be love.”

Read Luke 19:8 NIrV

are poor. And if I have cheated anybody out of
anything, I will pay it back. I will pay back four
times the amount I took.”

Jesus showed love to Zacchaeus, and that love
caused him to turn his whole life around. He
became a giver instead of a taker. He made a
promise to give back more than what he'd taken.
When Zacchaeus met Jesus, he did a complete
180 and started living the opposite of how he
had lived before!

When you put your trust in Jesus, you repent or
ask forgiveness for all the wrong things you've
done. To repent literally means to turn around
and go in the other direction. Jesus’ love can

change things for the better.

What areas of your life need to be turned
around? Is there someone you've hurt? Have
you said unkind words you didn’t mean? Is
there a situation you could make right by
admitting you were wrong? It's time to do
the Hokey Pokey, repent, and turn yourself
around so you can love like Jesus.
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
