The gathering will also include a 
recognition of America’s upcoming 
250th anniversary and a special prayer 
for our nation. 

The National Day of Prayer is an annual 
observance inviting people across the 
country to join in prayer. The Dothan-
area service reflects a collaborative effort 
among multiple churches and Christians 
to come together in a shared expression 
of faith and unity.
