1. Placement 

Genesis 2:8  “The Lord God planted a garden eastward in Eden, and there He put the man whom He had 

formed.” 
 

John 17:26  “And He has made from one blood every nation of men to dwell on all the face of the earth, and has 

determined their preappointed times and the boundaries of their dwellings,”

3. Purpose 
Genesis 2:15  “… Lord God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to tend and keep it.” 

“Keep It” (Shamar):— to keep, guard, keep watch and ward, protect, save life and protect. 

Guarding against God’s Enemies. 

 

Genesis 1:28“ Then God blessed them, and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply; fill the earth and subdue 

it;”   “Subdue” (kabash) :— conquer, keep under, subdue, bring into subjection.   You have a job!!! 

 
4. Personality 

Genesis 1:26 “Then God said, ‘Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness…’” 

Romans 8:16 “The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God,” 

 
5. Parameters  

Genesis 2:16-17 “And the Lord God commanded the man, saying, ‘Of every tree of the garden you may freely 

eat; but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall 
surely die.’” 
 

“Original sin” was eating from the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil.  

The sin of pursuing LIFE (our identity, worth, significance and security) for ourselves. SELFISH — An attempt to 
know what only God can rightly know.   MORALISM RULED!
