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Compassion Canada
Clean Water Project, Uganda

In Partnership with Compassion Canada,
our primary ‘Heart for the Mission’
initiative last year was funding a safe
water project in Lomuriangole, Uganda.
This project will provide access to safe
water for 270 Compassion registered
participants, and over 3,000 caregivers,
siblings, and community members within
30 minutes round-trip. Without safe
water, children will continue to miss
school and centre days, and are at risk of
abuse because the long distances they
go in search of water.

While not yet fully funded, we were able
to give Compassion Canada over 70% of
the total amount needed for this project
to be completed.

We love the work that Compassion Canada is doing to release children from poverty in
Jesus name. Pastors Damian and Julie visited Uganda last year and were able to see
first hand the difference that access to clean water makes to a community. Through
our Heart for the Mission offering in 2025, we were able to raise $50,000 towards a
Clean Water Project in Lomuriangole, Uganda.

In 2026, we are committed to seeing this project fully funded. In total, we need to raise
$19,000, which would allow the team at Compassion to begin the construction of the
water well later this year. The opportunity that we have to impact an entire community
of people in Uganda is incredibly significant for our church here in Canada and we look
ahead in anticipation of seeing this good work completed.
