The Power of Giving  
Have you ever stopped to think about the power of giving? It’s not just about money. It can be giving of 
your time, your talents, or your resources. Whatever it may be, giving has the power to transform not only 
the person receiving it, but also the person doing the giving. 
In 2 Corinthians 9:6-7, the Bible says, “Remember this: whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and 
whoever sows generously will also reap generously. Each of you should give what you have decided in your 
heart to give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver.” 
In Matthew 6:21, Jesus says, “For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” Our giving reflects 
where our hearts truly are. Is your heart fixed on God and His kingdom or on the things of this world? 
And in Acts 20:35, the apostle Paul reminds us, “In everything I did, I showed you that by this kind of hard 
work we must help the weak, remembering the words the Lord Jesus himself said: ‘It is more blessed to give 
than to receive.’” 
When we give freely and joyfully it shows that we trust in God’s provision and that we are willing to 
surrender all we have to Him. Our giving should come from a heart filled with gratitude, recognizing all 
that God has done in our lives and the blessings He has given us. 
As we give, we also receive. When we give to others, we open ourselves up to the blessings of God. We 
may not see the results immediately, but over time, we will reap the fruit of our generosity. 
Let us each ask the Lord to give us a heart of generosity and lead us in the ways we can give. Let us sow 
the seeds of kindness, love, and sharing, and watch as God multiplies our efforts and blesses us in return.
