Exodus 17: No water, then Amalek

Key Point:
A complaining heart always leads to overexaggerating a situation and forgetting how God just recently came 	through and took care of you. Thanksgiving is the right response to God’s blessing.

		
		
		
Key Verse: Exodus 17: 11 (NLT)
As long as Moses held up the staff in his hand, the Israelites had the advantage. But whenever he dropped his hand, the Amalekites gained the advantage. 

Exodus 18: Jethro’s Advice

Key Point:
It is wise to cooperate with the gifting of others to get tasks done.

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Exodus 18: 24 (NLT)
	Moses listened to his father-in-law’s advice and followed his suggestions. 

Exodus 19: The People meet God

	Key Point:
	Actions speak louder than words! Our good intentions do not equal obedience and in the excitement of our 	emotions we will be tempted to cross God’s boundaries.

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Exodus 19:17 (NLT)
	Moses led them out from the camp to meet with God, and they stood at the foot of the mountain.

Exodus 20: The top 10

	Key Point:
	The temptation to let emotions keep us from a direct connection with God is dangerous – even beautifying our 	religious institutions can emotionally tempt us to worship the institution rather than God.

		
		
		


	Key Verse: Exodus 20: 2 – 3 (NLT)
	I am the Lord your God, who rescued you from the land of Egypt, the place of your slavery. 3  You must not 	have any other god but me.

Exodus 21: An eye for an eye

	Key Point:
	The principle of social order should be that a punishment ought to fit the crime rather than punishments being far 	beyond the damage of a transgression.

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Exodus 21:24 (NLT)
	…an eye for an eye, a tooth for a tooth, a hand for a hand, a foot for a foot

Exodus 22: Restitution laws

	Key Point:
	God is interested in common sense equity and fair play. The principles of these laws carry throughout history for 	all people.

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Exodus 22:21 (NLT)
	You must not mistreat or oppress foreigners in any way. Remember, you yourselves were once foreigners in the 	land of Egypt.

Exodus 23: 3 feasts to celebrate

	Key Point:
	God wants his people to be fair, reasonable, caring for others, mindful of how much God has done for them and 	respectful of His leading as they go into the promised land.

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Exodus 23:14 (NLT)
	Each year you must celebrate three festivals in my honor. 

Exodus 24: Ratifying the covenant

	Key Point:
	God’s expectations are clear and necessary because the goal is fellowship with Him rather than estrangement, but 	we dare not forget that God is holy and His glory is overwhelming.

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Exodus 24:7 (NLT)
	Then he took the Book of the Covenant and read it aloud to the people. Again they all responded, “We will do 	everything the Lord has commanded. We will obey.”

Exodus 25: Make the ark

	Key Point:
	God invites us to participate in meeting with Him, but we meet with God specifically on His terms, not our own. 

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Exodus 25:10 (NLT)
	Have the people make an Ark of acacia wood—a sacred chest 45 inches long, 27 inches wide, and 27 inches high.

Exodus 26: Make a tabernacle

	Key Point:
	God is not flippant. Every part of His instruction to us has value and meaning.

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Exodus 26:1 (NLT)
	Make the Tabernacle from ten curtains of finely woven linen. Decorate the curtains with blue, purple, and scarlet 	thread and with skillfully embroidered cherubim.

Exodus 27: Altar & oil

	Key Point:
	Being a Christian means intentionally placing your relationship with God at the center of your life, but to do this 	you must reach out to the Holy Spirit to light the way because you can’t do it by willpower alone.

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Exodus 27:8 (NLT)
	The altar must be hollow, made from planks. Build it just as you were shown on the mountain.

Exodus 28: Priestly garments (Thru vs. 14 only on Week 7)

	Key Point:
	A man with a willing heart can put the past behind and take up the responsibility to lead the family. A man can be 	the high priest of his house.

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Exodus 28:2 (NLT)
	Make sacred garments for Aaron that are glorious and beautiful.
Matthew 21: Fans & Figs

	Key Point:
	Repentance that bears fruit is more valuable than exterior religious actions and words. What we do is more 	important that what we say.

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Matthew 21:21 (NLT)
	Then Jesus told them, “I tell you the truth, if you have faith and don’t doubt, you can do things like this and much 	more. You can even say to this mountain, ‘May you be lifted up and thrown into the sea,’ and it will happen. 

Matthew 22: Whose Coin is it?

	Key Point:
	Scripture interprets itself, it is the “go to” source for understanding challenging questions in life and there are 	higher and lower principles in Scripture.

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Matthew 22:21 (NLT)
	Caesar’s,” they replied. “Well, then,” he said, “give to Caesar what belongs to Caesar, and give to God what 	belongs to God.

Matthew 23: Woe

	Key Point:
	God looks at the condition of the inner-person, the heart and is not impressed with exterior displays of religion or 	self-promoting acts of “kindness.”

		
		
		
	Key Verse: Matthew 23:29-30 (NLT)
	What sorrow awaits you teachers of religious law and you Pharisees. Hypocrites! For you build tombs for the 	prophets your ancestors killed, and you decorate the monuments of the godly people your ancestors destroyed. 30 	Then you say, ‘If we had lived in the days of our ancestors, we would never have joined them in killing the 	prophets.’
