SERMON REVIEW DISCUSSION QUESTIONS —

These questions are for after the sermon and can be used for Life Group
discussion, one-to-one discipleship, or personal reflection and application.

As we move into the third week of Advent, we continue to see what

the New Testament epistles have to say about the incarnation of Jesus.
Interestingly, in the Apostle Paul’s letter to the Galatian church, where
he is emphatic about living in the truth of the crucified Christ, he takes
a turn in chapter four to also recognize the importance of the incarnate
Christ.

Discussion Questions

1. How do you tend to think of time? What are circumstances that often
make you feel as if time has slowed down or sped up?

2. What is the difference between a slave and a son/heir both in their
relationship to the master and the benefits they receive? In what ways
does Paul say that they are the same? How should moving from slave
to son/heir affect the way we live and worship?

3. What is meant by “the fullness of time” (v. 4)? How does this connect
to “the date set by his father” (v. 2)?What is Paul saying had to be
fulfilled or done in order for it to be the time for Christ to become
incarnate? (See also Galatians 3; Romans 3:19-20)

4. What does it mean that Jesus was born “under the Law” (v. 4) and
why does it matter? According to this passage, what significance does
Jesus having a physical family play on him bringing sinners into his
spiritual family?

5. Where in this passage do you find the distinct persons of the Trinity?
How do they work together to bring people into the family of God?

6. What is a situation in your life in which you are struggling to trust
God’s timing? How does this passage help you to trust God more?

7. Look up the lyrics to “Hark! The Herald Angels Sing.” Where do you
see the lyrics of this carol reflecting the truth of today’s passage?
Sing the song together as a group or family in response to God and
encouragement to one another.
