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Isaiah's response didn't come after everything was explained it came after he encountered God. In the presence of God's holiness,
Isaiah realized that transformation leads to responsibility. God wasn't asking for ability, credentials, or a flawless record. He was
looking for availability. Isaiah's words weren't dramatic or strategic; they were surrendered. A willing heart became the turning point
between encounter and assignment. This verse reminds us that growth is never meant to stop with us. When God has shaped our
hearts, clarified our priorities, and renewed our trust, the natural next step is movement. Expansion begins when someone is willing to
go where God sends, serve where God leads, and trust that God will provide along the way. A simple "yes” places us in the flow of what

God is already doing beyond ourselves.

1) Where might God be inviting you to step forward rather than stay comfortable?

2) What would it look like for you to respond with willingness instead of waiting for certainty?
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Joshua stepped into leadership at a moment of transition. Moses was gone, the future was uncertain, and the responsibility was heavy.
God's instruction to Joshua was not complicated, but it was clear: be strong and courageous. That strength wasn't rooted in Joshua's
confidence or experience it was grounded in God's presence. The promise was simple: “l will be with you wherever you go.” Courage, in
this moment, was not the absence of fear, but the decision to move forward trusting that God would not abandon him. Growth often
requires movement into unfamiliar spaces. As God expands our vision, He also reassures our hearts. The call to move forward is always
accompanied by the promise of His presence. When fear whispers hesitation, God's word calls for obedience. Strength grows not by

standing still, but by stepping forward with confidence that God goes ahead of us.

1) What step forward feels intimidating right now, even though you sense God's direction?

2) How does knowing God's presence goes with you change the way you face what's next?
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Scripture Focus:
John 155, 8

Jesus makes it clear that fruitfulness is not the result of striving harder, but of staying connected. "I am the vine; you are the branches.”
Branches do not produce fruit by effort alone they bear fruit because they remain attached to the source of life. Separation leads to
exhaustion; connection leads to growth. Jesus teaches that lasting impact flows from relationship, not performance. As God expands
our influence and responsibilities, this truth becomes even more important. Activity without connection leads to burnout, but abiding
produces fruit that lasts. Expansion is sustained not by busyness, but by intimacy with Christ. When our lives remain rooted in Him,

growth becomes natural, and what we produce reflects the life of the One we are connected to.

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Acts 6:7

21 DAYS OF PRAYER, PREPRARTION, TRANSFORMATION AND EXPANSION
A GUIDE TO SEEK FIRST GOD'S PRESENCE. GOD'S VOICE. GOD'S KINDGOM

This verse comes after the early church faced internal tension and growing pains. Instead of ignoring the issue or allowing it to divide
them, the apostles addressed it with wisdom and structure. When priorities were realigned, the result was not stagnation but growth.
The Word spread. Disciples multiplied. Expansion followed order. God used faithful leadership and shared responsibility to move the
mission forward. Growth is often the result of unseen alignment. When hearts are right and focus is clear, God brings increase in ways
that cannot be manufactured. This reminds us that expansion is not about hype—it's about faithfulness. When God's work is handled

God's way, the impact extends far beyond what we can see.

1) Where might God be calling for alignment before increase?

2) How can you support healthy growth within your church or community?
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Scripture Focus:
2 Corinthians 5:15-20

Paul reminds us that life in Christ redefines purpose. Those who belong to Jesus no longer live solely for themselves, but for the One
who died and rose again. This shift is not just behavioral it is directional. Our priorities change, our perspective widens, and our lives
begin to carry weight beyond personal success or comfort. God reconciles us to Himself and then entrusts us with the ministry of
reconciliation, allowing ordinary people to carry an extraordinary message. To be called an ambassador is to represent heaven in
everyday spaces. Our words, choices, and responses become a reflection of Christ's heart toward the world. Expansion happens when
faith moves from private belief to public witness. As God has worked deeply within us, He now calls us outward to bring hope, peace,

and restoration into broken spaces. What God has done in you is not meant to stop with you.

2) How can you intentionally reflect Christ in the spaces you inhabit daily?
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Matthew 25:21
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Jesus' parable highlights a truth we often overlook: God values faithfulness more than visibility. The servant is praised not because he
had more than others, but because he was trustworthy with what he was given. Faithfulness is quiet, consistent obedience that
honors God even when no one is watching. It is choosing diligence over delay, stewardship over comfort, and obedience over ease.
Expansion flows from reliability. When God sees that we handle responsibility well, He entrusts us with more not always more
possessions, but more influence, more impact, and greater purpose. During this season, God may be inviting you to evaluate how you

manage your time, talents, and opportunities. What you do with what's already in your hands reveals how prepared you are for what

God desires to release next.

1) What responsibilities or gifts has God entrusted to you in this season?

2) How can you steward them more faithfully and intentionally?
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Psalm 67 reveals that God's blessing has always carried a mission. The prayer is not simply for favor, protection, or provision it is for
purpose. The psalmist understands that God blesses His people so that His ways might be made known beyond them. Blessing is not
meant to terminate with us; it is meant to travel through us. God's goodness in our lives becomes the testimony that draws others
toward Him. Throughout this devotional journey, God has been shaping priorities, renewing hearts, strengthening trust, and clarifying
direction. But this final day reminds us that transformation is never the destination it is preparation. What God has formed privately is
now meant to be lived publicly. Expansion happens when a life aligned with God's heart begins to overflow into family, community,
church, and the world. The light of God's presence in us is meant to illuminate spaces beyond our own. As this fast concludes, the
invitation is clear: carry forward what God has done. Carry the clarity into decisions, the discipline into daily rhythms, the trust into
uncertain moments, and the compassion into broken places. A life shaped by God's presence becomes a living witness of His grace.
When we live as conduits rather than containers, God's blessing multiplies far beyond what we could imagine. This is how the journey

continues not with an ending, but with purpose.
