DIGGING DEEPER

2. What comes to mind when you hear the title of the Eugene Peterson book A Long Obedience in the
Same Direction?

3. The core text for the message was Mark 12:28-34. Turn there for the next few questions.
i.  Did anyone write down how many “laws” the Old Testament includes? How many did you write down
& come up with?

ii.
What became of those original laws after multiple centuries of discussion between rabbis?
(Sadducees, Pharisees, and teachers of the law.)

iii. In Sunday’s message, the 10 Commandments were referenced from Exodus 20:2-17. Take a look at
them in your Bible. What is the difference between the first 4 commandments and commandments
5-107?

iv.  “Love God. Love people.” sums up Jesus' answer. Can someone describe how that looks at the
Grove Church (Purpose Statement)?

4. Read aloud Mark 12:32-34. Why did Jesus say, “You are not far from the Kingdom of God?”

MAKING IT PERSONAL

1. Where are you guilty of expecting a quick fix or “three step solution” in your life? How have you come to
understand that “a long obedience in the same direction” is a healthier perspective?

2. We support missionaries all over the world. How should our lives reflect those of a missionary to a
foreign country? How are you doing as one? What are 1 or 2 specific things you can do today to start
living like a missionary.
