A. Itrequires us to keep our tongues from evil and speaking deceit (1 Peter 3:10; 2:22)

1. There are many ways our tongues can do evil, and we can speak deceit (Proverbs
26:18-19; 20; 17, 21; 24-25; 28; Isaiah 5:20)

2. Some examples of this can be found in discussions about important topics today
(Ephesians 4:15; 1 Corinthians 13:6; Mark 10:22, Matthew 15:12-14)

B. It requires turning from evil and doing good (1 Peter 3:11; Job 1:1; Galatians 6:9-10)

C. Itrequires seeking and pursuing peace (1Peter 3:11; Hebrews 12:14; James 3:18;
Colossians 3:15; Romans 12:18)
