(1 CORINTHIANS 6:14)

	 A.	 Why it matters that Jesus rose from the dead (1 Corinthians 15:17-19)

			   1.	 If Jesus did not rise from the dead, then there is no forgiveness of sin, no hope beyond 
death, and Christianity is pointless (1 Corinthians 15:14)

			   2.	 If Jesus rose from the dead, then there is forgiveness of sins (Acts 10:39-43), hope 
after death (1 Thessalonians 4:13-14), and Christianity is true.

	 B.	 The Christian faith is founded upon the historical event of Jesus’ resurrection

			   1.	 There were eyewitnesses of Jesus’ resurrection (Acts 2:32; Acts 10:39-41; 
1 Corinthians 15:4-8)

			   2.	 Those eyewitnesses were transformed: the disciples (Mark 14:30-31, 69-71; Acts 5:28-
33), Jesus’ brother James (John 7:5; Mark 3:21; Acts 15:13; Galatians 1:19), and the 
Apostle Paul (Acts 8:3; Acts 9:1-6)

			   3.	 Gathered worship moved from Saturday to Sunday (Mark 16:2; 1 Corinthians 16:2; 
Revelation 1:10)

II. GOD WILL RAISE US UP BY HIS POWER

	 A.	 There will be a resurrection of all (John 5:28-29)

			   1.	 The resurrection of life begins as new life now (Romans 6:4; 2 Corinthians 5:17)

			   2.	 The resurrection of life will be glorious (John 11:25-26; Revelation 21:4)

	 B.	 Implications of Jesus’ resurrection for us today (1 Corinthians 6:14)

			   1.	 An argument from the greater to the lesser (1 John 3:3; 2 Peter 3:13-14)

			   2.	 Because Jesus rose from the dead, what we now do with our bodies matters 
(1 Corinthians 6:19-20)
