			   2.	We should have sympathy (1 Peter 3:8; Hebrews 4:15; 10:34)

			   3.	We should have brotherly love (1 Peter 3:8; Romans 12:10)

			   4.	We should have a tender heart (1 Peter 3:8; Philippians 1:8; 
Mark 1:40-41)

			   5.	We should have a humble mind (1 Peter 3:8; Ephesians 4:1-2; 
Romans 12:16)

	 B.	 We should be the kind of person that blesses rather than seeking 
revenge (1 Peter 3:9)

			   1.	 We cannot repay evil for evil (1 Peter 3:9; Romans 12:17-19; 
1 Peter 2:23)

			   2.	We bless even when we feel justified to get even (1 Peter 3:9; 
Romans 12:14; Matthew 5:10-11)

	 C.	 We should be the kind of person that trusts God to make us the person 
we ought to be (1 Peter 2:23; Romans 12:21; Isaiah 26:3; 1 Peter 4:19; 
Proverbs 3:5-8)
