BACKGROUND CHECKS
We require background checks for all of our Reach Kids team members who serve
and have access to our Reach Kids areas.

RESTROOM & DIAPER CHANGES
We kindly ask parents to take your child to the restroom before class to help limit
mid-service breaks. For safety, only female volunteers may change diapers and no
volunteer ever enters a restroom alone with a child. You’ll receive a diaper bag tag
at check-in to keeps thing organized for our team.

INJURY

Each classroom has a First Aid Kit available. For any injuries, our team will complete
a Reach Kids Incident Report, required to be signhed by the campus leader and
parents.

SICK POLICY
If your child isn’t feeling well, we kindly ask that they rest at home so we can keep
germs from spreading. For safety reasons, our team can’t give out any medication —
but if your child needs it during their time at church, a parent or guardian is




HELPFOLL'INFORMATION

CHECK-IN
Upon arrival our check-in team will be ready to help you in our designated first time
family check-in area. Walk your child to their classroom & give them a hug before
they runoff and join the fun.

SNACK POLICY
We are currently not providing snacks due to allergy concerns. However, parents
are welcome to let their children bring a snack from home or from the Gathering
Place to eat in the classroom.
