Discussion & Reflection Questions
Revive Us Again Week 6 - 23*¢ November 2035

Read: Joel 2:28-33

Then afterwards I will pour out my spirit on all flesh; your sons and your
daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, and your young
men shall see visions. 32 Even on the male and female slaves, in those days, I
will pour out my spirit. 30 I will show portents in the heavens and on the earth,
blood and fire and columns of smoke. 31 The sun shall be turned to darkness, and
the moon to blood, before the great and terrible day of the Lord comes. 32 Then
everyone who calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved; for in Mount Zion
and in Jerusalem there shall be those who escape, as the Lord has said, and
among the survivors shall be those whom the Lord calls.

Luke 23:33-43

When they came to the place that is called The Skull, they crucified Jesus there
with the criminals, one on his right and one on his left. s« Then Jesus said,
‘Father, forgive them; for they do not know what they are doing.” And they cast
lots to divide his clothing. ss And the people stood by, watching; but the leaders
scoffed at him, saying, ‘He saved others; let him save himself if he is the Messiah
of God, his chosen one!’ ss The soldiers also mocked him, coming up and offering
him sour wine, s and saying, ‘If you are the King of the Jews, save yourself!’

ss There was also an inscription over him, ‘This is the King of the Jews.’ se One of
the criminals who were hanged there kept deriding him and saying, ‘Are you not
the Messiah? Save yourself and us!’ =« But the other rebuked him, saying, ‘Do
you not fear God, since you are under the same sentence of condemnation?

21 And we indeed have been condemned justly, for we are getting what we
deserve for our deeds, but this man has done nothing wrong.’ «« Then he said,
‘Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom.’ «s He replied, ‘Truly I
tell you, today you will be with me in Paradise.’
