In Luke 12:32-48, Jesus speaks words of both tenderness and urgency: “Do not be afraid any
longer, little flock, for your Father is pleased to give you the Kingdom.” The Lord reminds us
that God’s promise is not one of fear but of inheritance—He longs to give us His very
Kingdom. Yet, in the same breath, Christ calls us to vigilance, urging us to live ready, as
servants who await their master’s return. This tension between gift and responsibility reflects
the beauty of discipleship: God’s grace is freely given, but our response requires faithfulness,
watchfulness, and love put into action.

This Gospel invites us to consider how we live each day in light of eternity. To be ready does
not mean living anxiously but living with purpose—treating each moment as an offering to
God. Whether in prayer, in our families, or in acts of mercy, Christ asks us to make our hearts
attentive to Him so that when He comes, we may be found faithful. Our readiness is not
