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AS WE GATHER 

We can’t figure God out. Mary and Joseph must have been completely 
confused about Jesus’ desire to stay in the temple, but it was obvious to Him. 
There was a long list of blessings God was able to give to Solomon; 
fortunately, the king chose the right one. The Epistle tells us what God wants 
and what He has done for us, regardless of if we have understood His plan. 
He has chosen us, given us the Holy Spirit, and included us in a gracious 
inheritance. And it all revolves around our Savior—His birth, suffering, death, 
and resurrection. Jesus did all that was necessary for grace to be poured out 
on us, thanks be to God. It is all certainly beyond our understanding. 
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FOR THOSE DESIRING HOLY COMMUNION 
The Lord's Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession and 
glad confidence that, as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only 
bread and wine but His very body and blood to eat and to drink for the 
forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with Him and with one another. 
Our Lord invites to His table those who trust in His words, repent of all sin, and 
set aside any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that they 

may show forth His death until He comes. Because those who eat and drink our Lord's body 
and blood unworthily do so to their great harm and because Holy Communion is a confession 
of the faith which is confessed at this altar, any who are not yet instructed, in doubt, or who 
hold a confession differing from that of this congregation and the Lutheran Church-Missouri 
Synod, and yet desire to receive the Sacrament, are asked first to speak with the Pastor. For 
further study, see Matthew 5:23ff; 10:32ff; 18:15-35; 1 Cor.
