The Lord's Supper at St. Paul 

God’s Word teaches the real presence of Christ’s body and blood invisibly in, with, and 
under the bread and wine for the forgiveness of sins.  We take seriously the spiritual care 
of those who commune at our altar.  It is important that every partaker must be a 
baptized Christian and come with repentant faith.  The Word of God states that no one 
offend against Christ and His Word by denying His true presence and its promise and 
seal of forgiveness.  Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood 
unworthily do so to their great harm (see 1 Cor. 11:27-29), and because Holy 
Communion is a confession of what is taught and believed at this altar (1 Cor. 11:26), 
any who are not yet instructed, in doubt, or who hold a confession (beliefs) differing 
from that of this congregation (that is, belong to another church body or denomination) 
and yet desire to receive the sacrament, should first speak with the pastor before 
communing.  As a courtesy, guests from sister congregations of the LCMS or from 
congregations of the American Association of Lutheran Churches (AALC) are also asked 
to introduce themselves to the pastor before communing.  
 

As We Gather 
The charge against Jesus was always the same—He keeps 
the wrong company. But Jesus has come for sinners, and 
if you are not a sinner, He does not have anything for 
you. To emphasize why He has come, our Lord tells the 
stories of ninety-nine sheep left behind to find one who is 
lost and a woman who rejoices over finding one lost 
coin. You are that lost sheep and lost coin for whom 
Christ has come and in whom heaven rejoices. Jesus has 

come for you and for you He has offered Himself upon the cross and been laid 
in the tomb. This is the heavenly joy of the angels above, and it is our earthly 
joy as well. Christ came for us!

 Almighty God in His mercy has given His Son to die for you and for His sake 
forgives you all your sins. As a called and ordained servant of Christ, and by 
His authority, I therefore forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father 
and of the X Son and of the Holy Spirit.

and will seek them out. 12As a shepherd seeks out his flock when he is among 
his sheep that have been scattered, so will I seek out my sheep, and I will 
rescue them from all places where they have been scattered on a day of 
clouds and thick darkness. 13And I will bring them out from the peoples and 
gather them from the countries, and will bring them into their own land. And 
I will feed them on the mountains of Israel, by the ravines, and in all the 
inhabited places of the country. 14I will feed them with good pasture, and on 
the mountain heights of Israel shall be their grazing land. There they shall lie 
down in good grazing land, and on rich pasture they shall feed on the 
mountains of Israel. 15I myself will be the shepherd of my sheep, and I myself 
will make them lie down, declares the Lord GOD.

18Is it not enough for you to 
feed on the good pasture, that you must tread down with your feet the rest of 
your pasture; and to drink of clear water, that you must muddy the rest of the 
water with your feet? 19And must my sheep eat what you have trodden with 
your feet, and drink what you have muddied with your feet? 
 20“Therefore, thus says the Lord GOD to them: Behold, I, I myself will judge 
between the fat sheep and the lean sheep. 21Because you push with side and 
shoulder, and thrust at all the weak with your horns, till you have scattered 
them abroad, 22I will rescue my flock; they shall no longer be a prey. And I 
will judge between sheep and sheep. 23And I will set up over them one 
shepherd, my servant David, and he shall feed them: he shall feed them and 
be their shepherd. 24And I, the LORD, will be their God, and my servant 
David shall be prince among them. I am the LORD; I have spoken.”

Epistle:  1 Timothy 1:5–17  
 5The aim of our charge is love that issues from a pure heart and a good 
conscience and a sincere faith. 6Certain persons, by swerving from these, 
have wandered away into vain discussion, 7desiring to be teachers of the law, 
without understanding either what they are saying or the things about which 
they make confident assertions. 
 8Now we know that the law is good, if one uses it lawfully, 9understanding 
this, that the law is not laid down for the just but for the lawless and 
disobedient, for the ungodly and sinners, for the unholy and profane, for 
those who strike their fathers and mothers, for murderers, 10the sexually 
immoral, men who practice homosexuality, enslavers, liars, perjurers, and 
whatever else is contrary to sound doctrine, 11in accordance with the glorious 
gospel of the blessed God with which I have been entrusted. 
 12I thank him who has given me strength, Christ Jesus our Lord, because he 
judged me faithful, appointing me to his service, 13though formerly I was a 
blasphemer, persecutor, and insolent opponent. But I received mercy 
because I had acted ignorantly in unbelief, 14and the grace of our Lord 
overflowed for me with the faith and love that are in Christ Jesus. 15The 
saying is trustworthy and deserving of full acceptance, that Christ Jesus came 
into the world to save sinners, of whom I am the foremost. 16But I received 
mercy for this reason, that in me, as the foremost, Jesus Christ might display 
his perfect patience as an example to those who were to believe in him for 
eternal life. 17To the King of ages, immortal, invisible, the only God, be honor 
and glory forever and ever. Amen.

 8“Or what woman, having ten silver coins, if she loses one coin, does not 
light a lamp and sweep the house and seek diligently until she finds it? 9And 
when she has found it, she calls together her friends and neighbors, saying, 
‘Rejoice with me, for I have found the coin that I had lost.’ 10Just so, I tell you, 
there is joy before the angels of God over one sinner who repents.”
