MAKENZIE WAS BORN |IN LAKE
CHARLES, LOUISIANA, AND MOVED TO MOORE,
OKLAHOMA, WHEN SHE WAS SEVEN. THE
YOUNGEST OF THREE SIBLINGS, SHE GREW UP
ALONGSIDE HER TWO OLDER BROTHERS,
JAMIS AND MIKE. HER PARENTS WERE
TOGETHER FOR 23 YEARS AND MARRIED FOR
14 OF THEM. WHILE FAITH WASNT A
CONSISTENT PART OF THEIR HOME, IT WASN'T
UNFAMILIAR EITHER.

THINGS BEGAN TO SHIFT FOR MAKENZIE IN
HER EARLY TEENS. AT 14, SHE STARTED
ATTENDING CHURCH MORE REGULARLY AND
BEGAN SERVING IN THE CHILDREN’S
MINISTRY—SHARING BIBLE STORIES AND
DOING CRAFTS WITH TODDLERS. EVEN WHILE
POURING INTO YOUNG KIDS, SHE FELT A PULL
TO EXPERIENCE MORE FOR HERSELF. AT 17,
SHE VISITED VICTORY FAMILY CHURCH WITH
HER BEST FRIEND—AND THAT'S WHEN
EVERYTHING CHANGED. THAT DAY, SHE GAVE
HER LIFE TO CHRIST.

“ GREW UP WITH A PRETTY NORMAL LIFE,”
SHE SAYS.

BUT EVERYTHING SHIFTED IN LATE 2021
WHEN HER FATHER BEGAN STRUGGLING WITH
SEVERE MENTAL HEALTH CHALLENGES. HE
GREW INCREASINGLY PARANOID—HEARING
VOICES, INSISTING THE FAMILY STAY INSIDE,
AND FEARING EVERYDAY THINGS LIKE USING
THE AIR CONDITIONER. OUT OF CONCERN,
MAKENZIE’S MOM BROUGHT HER BROTHERS
HOME FROM COLLEGE EARLY FOR THANKS-
GIVING, AND SHORTLY AFTER, HER DAD WAS
ADMITTED TO A MENTAL HEALTH FACILITY.

FOR A WHILE, IT SEEMED LIKE THINGS WERE

IMPROVING. BUT BY EARLY JANUARY 2022,
THE SIGNS RETURNED.

THEN CAME JANUARY 19. MAKENZIE STAYED
AFTER SCHOOL FOR SPANISH CLUB, BUT SHE
WAS NEVER PICKED UP BY HER PARENTS. HER
AUNT CAME INSTEAD—WITH THE
HEARTBREAKING NEWS THAT HER FATHER
HAD TAKEN BOTH HIS OWN LIFE AND HER
MOTHER’S.

“IT MADE ME REALIZE HOW SHORT LIFE IS,”
