Venue and Accommodation 

Wedderburn Christian Campsite: 
208 Minerva Rd, Wedderburn NSW

Set on 136 acres of beautiful Australian

bushland, Wedderburn is about 15 minutes from

Campbelltown. You'll be immersed in nature

with native wildlife and bushwalking trails

throughout the property. Phone reception is

limited in parts of the site (not the worst

thing for a few days away!).

The camp sleeps 144 across three

accommodation buildings—The Black Cockatoo,

The Rosella, and The Homestead. Rooms have

bunks sleeping up to 8 people, with most

featuring their own bathrooms. Check your

"what to bring" list carefully!

There's plenty to keep everyone busy with

adventure activities and sports facilities on

site, all run by trained staff to keep things

safe and fun.

Youth Camp Policy
At GC Youth Camp, the safety and well-being of every young

person is our highest priority. We are committed to

providing a secure environment where campers can grow,

connect, and experience God's presence with complete peace

of mind.

Every adult leader present at camp holds a current

Working With Children Check verified through Generocity

Church and the Australian Christian Churches (ACC), and

maintains current Safer Churches training. Youth students

will be under the supervision of GC Youth Leaders and

trained adult helpers at all times, there will be no time

when your child is unsupervised. Campers are required to

respect and honour this rule by staying with their assigned

group and leaders.

Multiple leaders hold current First Aid and CPR certificates,

and the trained staff at Wedderburn Christian Campsite

provide additional safety support. 

All camper medical information, allergies, and emergency

contacts are collected prior to camp and accessible to

leaders throughout the event.

If you have specific safety concerns or your child has

particular needs, please contact your local youth leader

prior to camp. 

In case of emergency, parents/Guardians will be contacted

immediately. 

We appreciate your trust and look forward to providing a

safe, unforgettable experience for your young person.



TRAVEL ARRANGEMENTS
We're so excited to get everyone to camp! Buses, vans, and cars will be

traveling from most of our locations to Wedderburn Christian Campsite

(208 Minerva Rd, Wedderburn NSW 2560). All vehicles will depart from and

return to your local Generocity Church campus.

GC Youth Camp is for students in Years 7-12 from all 10 of our

locations: Wagga, Forbes, Parkes, Narromiine, Dubbo, Orange,

Bathurst, Cobar, Kiama, and Coffs Harbour.

Even if you don't attend one of our GC locations, you're

welcome to join us! Friends are always welcome!

We want

everyone to be able to attend and not let finances hold anyone

back. We have some very generous people in our church who

want to help you out!

🚌 How will my child get to camp? 

We have buses/vans heading to camp from most of our

locations. Speak to your youth leader or campus pastor for

more information about departure times and pick-up

locations.

🏥 What if my child has dietary requirements or

allergies? 

Please include all dietary requirements, allergies, and

medical conditions on the registration form. Our camp

kitchen can cater to most dietary needs with advance

notice.

💊 What if my child needs to take medication during

camp? 

All medications must be handed to leaders before getting

on the bus and will be administered by our trained first aid

team at the appropriate times. Please ensure medications

are clearly labeled with your child's name and dosage

instructions.

👕 What should my child wear? 

Comfortable, modest clothing suitable for indoor and

outdoor activities. It can get chilly at night, so pack warm

layers! Don't forget clothes you don't mind getting messy

for games and tribal war activities.

🛏️ What are the sleeping arrangements? 

Students sleep in cabins with others of the same gender,

supervised by same-gender leaders. Cabins typically have

bunk beds.



🏃 What activities will there be? 

Expect a mix of high-energy tribal war games, worship

sessions, teaching times, small group discussions, free time,

and plenty of fun surprises! Every moment is designed to

help students connect with God and each other.

☔ What happens if there's bad weather? 

Camp goes ahead rain or shine! We have indoor spaces

available and will adjust activities as needed to ensure

everyone stays safe and has a great time.

Wedderburn activities 

Each camper will get to participate in two activities on Friday

afternoon. You'll select your preferences during registration, with

spots allocated first-come, first-served. Register early to secure

your top choices!

Archery: 

You’ll use modern bows, large targets, and a shooting range.

Many turns and guided instruction ensure that each camper’s

attempt at aiming will be a real hit!

Vertical Challenge: 

Scale up a 12m vertical obstacle course! The challenge consists of

hanging tyres, horizontally and vertically stacked caterpillar

logs, knotted ropes, and more!

Leap of Faith: 

Climb up an 11m pole and reach a platform. Soak up the treetop

views, take a deep breath, and make a leap of faith and reach out

for a hanging ball!

Laser Tag:

Real taggers, real skirmish site, so much fun you’ll wish it never

stops. Play games like capture the flag or storm the fort.

Giant Swing: 

Our 15m swing will really test your screaming levels, swinging

you out over a cliff and enjoying the view of the Georges river in

the valley far below you.
