THE SERMON ON THE MOUNT, PART 2 current series 
Matthew 5-7 is known as the Sermon on the Mount. Jesus went up a 
mountain and a large crowd gathered to hear him preach a powerful message
—proclaiming the gospel of the Kingdom and casting a vision of what it looks 
like to live in right relationship with God, our neighbors, and our enemies. 
These three chapters contain the core of Jesus’ teachings and his most well-
known sayings, including some of the most rigorous ethical demands in the 
Bible. Join us for Part 2 of this series (Jan 4-Feb 15), as we continue to 
explore the message and implications of Jesus’ invitation to enter the narrow 
gate and follow him.

We live in a world that is constantly telling us we need more—more 
money, more security, more possessions. This pressure easily produces 
anxiety, fear, and striving. But Jesus teaches us a Kingdom truth: in Him 
we already have enough! In today’s message, Julia Johnson (co-founder 
of One80 Ministries) reminds us that Jesus’ command not to worry is 
directly related to money, and then she invites us to believe that God is a 
loving Father who will care and provide for our every need.
