Philippians

Amid trials and suffering, Paul exhorted the Philippian church to stay united,
rejoice, and not be anxious. But how? Peace is something we all long for,
but something we often struggle to attain. In the seventh message of our
series, Pastor Melissa helps us see that it's when we are devoted to Christ
and have a gospel perspective that we will fruly experience peace, both
within ourselves and in our world.
