EXODUS 20:3, 23

MATTHEW 4:1-11; 10:1-4
EPHESIANS 6:10-12

Jesus, Justice & the Third Way

The gospel doesn't fit neatly into our poliical categories. Jesus is not a
cheerleader for any political party. And he didn’t fully align himself with any
party in his own day. Rather, Jesus intentionally chose a politically diverse
group of disciples and said, “Follow me.” What does this mean for how we are
called to live out our faith and conduct ourselves poliically? In the second
message of our series, Pastor David invites us to repent of political idolatry,
resist the partisan mind, and faithfully follow Jesus.

JESUS, JUSTICE & THE THIRD WAY current sermon series

We are in the final stretch leading up to yet another polarizing and contentious
presidential election in the US. Where is the release valve for all the animosity,
hate, and viclence that has been growing in our country toward our political
opponents? How can we turn away from the extremes and move toward hope,
healing, and a better tomorrow? And according to Jesus, how can the Church
be ministers of reconciliation to help curb injustice, political idolatry, and
division? In this series we will reflect on the political nature of the gospel and
how we are to pledge allegiance to the Lamb—not the donkey or the elephant.
We will examine Jesus' approach to political matters and see how he dealt with
political parties, hot-button issues, and the “partisan mind" that fuels division.
Let us consider what it looks like to follow the Lamb in an age of idolatry and
division, so that we might be faithful to Christ and our calling until he returns.
