We completed the process of getting released from the United Methodist Church’s Trust Clause, and we now
own our church and property! Plus, this spring, our web host went out of business and we had to get a new
website, communitychurchwaterford.org (please check it out).

All the while, our leadership and church staff kept focused on ministry and our primary purpose of
making Disciples of Jesus Christ. Thank you EVERYONE for your hard work in completing these
monumental tasks!
