READ

Ask the Holy Spirit to help you understand the scriptures as you start reading Luke 10:25-37.
Interact with the text by underlining any repeating words and circling words or phrases that
stand out to you. Read through these scriptures at least two times.

APPLY

What next step is God calling you to take
as you look to love Him and your neighbor?

EXAMINE
The lawyer asked Jesus what someone
needs to do to live forever, and Jesus
turned the question back to him.
