READ
Ask the Holy Spirit to help you understand the scriptures as you start reading Luke 9:57-62.
Interact with the text by underlining any repeating words and circling words or phrases that stand
out to you. Read through these scriptures at least two times.

APPLY

Am I on mission daily, boldly proclaiming
the gospel in my neighborhood and
community so that all generations would
know that Jesus is where life is found? If
not, what is hindering me from doing so?
Where is God calling me to obedience, to
seek out His Word, and to step out in
faith? How can I do my part so that my
neighbor will experience eternal life?
As I deepen my understanding of who God
is, does my giving reflect an eternal
perspective? Is God challenging me to a
new level of growth in my generosity?

Take what God has shown you through your
time in His Word, and apply it to your life.

EXAMINE
One of the disciples states, “I will follow you
wherever you go.” Can you say that same
statement with integrity? If not, what is
holding you back? 
Jesus highlights that he has no home and then
calls the disciples to follow Him. How can you
more accurately think of home as being with
Jesus instead of where you sleep?
Each time a potential issue that would delay
someone from following Jesus is raised, Jesus
clarifies that nothing can stand in the way of
following him first.  What do you struggle with
putting in front of following Jesus, and how
can you keep your hand on the plow?
