Funeral Luncheon

Capacity
The maximum capacity for a luncheon in  
Trinity’s Garden Room is 200. 

Luncheon Options 
You have two options for food after the service: 

1) Full Catered Luncheon
If you choose to have a full luncheon, please 
use Scheel’s Catering, visit: https://scheels-
catering.com/ for more information. Caterer 
provides compostable dinnerware, flatware, 
and paper products. The coordination and 
cost of a catered lunch is the responsibility 
of the family and fees are paid directly to the 
caterer. The Funeral Hospitality Committee 
will assist the caterer as needed.
OR
2) Light Luncheon
If you choose to have light refreshments 
of dessert and beverages, Trinity’s Funeral 
Hospitality Committee will assist you. The 
family is responsible for paying for and 
providing the dessert. The fees below are 
paid directly to Trinity Lutheran Church and 
cover the cost of coffee and lemonade (water 
will also be available).
Light luncheon fee:

• Plan for up to 100 guests = $75
• Plan for over 100 guests = $125

The faith community of Trinity Lutheran 
Church wants to surround the bereaved with 
the hope and comfort of God’s eternal love by 
planning meaningful funeral and memorial 
gatherings for grieving family and friends.

Funeral or Memorial Services Include: 
• Pastor
• Organist or Pianist
• Vocalist/Musician
• Audio/Visual Technician
• Funeral Bulletins
• Custodial Services/Facility Use
• Recording/Streaming Service

The cost for these services is $1,000. 
This does not include the luncheon fees 
explained at right. Please make checks 
payable to Trinity Lutheran Church in 
advance of the service.
The capacity of the Worship Center is 650. 
If your expected number of guests exceeds 
this, we may not be able to accommodate 
your service at Trinity.

For Services Without a Funeral Home 
If you have not engaged the services of a 
funeral home, we request that you provide 
one or two people to serve as ushers during  
the funeral or memorial service. These 
people will:

• Distribute funeral bulletins
• Secure memorial cards
• Usher guests to their seats, as needed
• Gather the family into the Worship Center
• Handle the display of floral 

arrangements before the service and 
removal after the service

The Trinity Funeral Hospitality  
Committee will:

• provide glasses, napkins, placemats, and 
floral centerpieces

• serve desserts and beverages 
upon request

• set up, serve, and clean up
No one will be refused services for lack of 
ability to pay.

There may be times when a luncheon is not 
possible after the service, including Sundays, 
special holiday weeks, and when conflicting 
events at Trinity prevent providing a 
meal. Check with the church office when 
making arrangements.
