Today’s music and spoken words, in conclusion to
Black History Month, highlight the work of African
American authors and artists. Heaven Help Us All
by Stevie Wonder was one of four hit singles from
his 1970 album Signed, Sealed & Delivered. What a
Wonderful World, first recorded by Louis Armstrong
in 1967, topped the UK. pop charts but initially
received little attention in the United States; it
wasn't until its prominent use in the 1988 film Good
Morning, Vietnam that the song gained renewed
popularity and was reissued as a single. We Shall
Overcome, long associated with the civil rights
movement, has roots connected to Charles Albert
Tindley, an African American Methodist minister
and influential composer of the late 19th century.

Lift Every Voice and Sing, often referred to as

“The Black National Anthem,” is based on a poem
written in 1900 by NAACP leader James Weldon
Johnson (1871-1938) and music composed by his
brother, John Rosamond Johnson (1873-1954). It is d
powerful, historically significant song highlighting
Black resilience, faith, and freedom, adopted by the
NAACP in 1919 and commonly performed at major
events like the Super Bowl.

“African American Spirituals” refer to the
enormous collection of songs created by enslaved
Black people. We regularly sing these songs in
worship. Paying a form of “royalty” for using these
songs seeks to recognize their creators and to
rectify the injustice of not compensating them. In
this context, Trinity made a donation this month to
Walker West Music Academy, located in the Rondo
neighborhood of St. Paul, which seeks to create a
music learning community rooted in the African
American cultural experience.
