
1st Phone Call: Advocate and Validate
Advocate for both spouses.

Focus on feelings, not issues.

Validate feelings, not choices. 

The less you say the better.

The goal of the �rst phone call is to get a second phone call.

2nd Phone Call: Answer Questions
Wait for questions

Focus on what is true and avoid rewriting history

Keep in mind, you never know the whole story

3rd Phone Call: Hope in Jesus
Share the resurrection of Jesus from the dead.
