MOVING FORWARD: “VICTORY PARADE BEFORE THE VICTORY” - JOSHUA 6
INTRODUCTION: “Lose people from your church to gain people for His kingdom?”
God has some strange strategies:

“Consider it pure joy, my brothers and sisters, whenever you face trials of many kinds,
because you know that the testing of your faith produces perseverance.” (James 1:2-3)

How do you live with God’s strange strategies?

REVIEW:
e God led Joshua & Israel miraculously, through the Jordan River.
e Camped at Gilgal on the west side of the river, inside the Promised Land.
e The military conquest begins at the fortress of Jericho.
® God has sealed off any means of retreat and stopped the miracle manna from heaven.
e God incapacitates the army by having all the men circumcised.
e But now they are consecrated before God and ready to get the battle plan.

1. God’s strategies are strange sometimes.
a. God had a strange strategy for defeating Jericho.

b. God had strange strategies all throughout the Bible.
Noah, Abraham, Joseph, Gideon, Esther, Samson, Gomer, the Apostles, the cross.

¢. God has strange strategies for today.
sexual fulfillment, financial security, completing urgent work, greatness in the
kingdom, the Bible

2. God’s strange strategies lead to God’s victory.
a. God’s victory is for His purposes. (for Jericho and Israel)
b. God’s victory is by His power. (“shake & awe”)
c. God’s victory is for His glory. (the “ban” or “devoting”)

d. God’s victory is to show not only His judgment but His mercy. (Rahab!)

3. Obedience to God’s strange strategies leads to God’s victories today.
a. For pastors.
b. For each of us for living the Christian life.

c. For all of us as a church for living the Christian mission.
