Proof for the resurrection of Jesus
Luke 24:1-12

1. The empty .

'On the first day of the week, very early in the morning, the
women took the spices they had prepared and went to the
tomb. It was Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Mary the mother of
James, and the others with them.’ Luke 24:1, 10 NIV

'The women who had come with Jesus from Galilee followed
Joseph and saw the tomb and how his body was laid in it."”
Luke 23:55 NIV

'They found the stone rolled away from the tomb, but when
they entered, they did not find the body of the Lord Jesus.’
Luke 24:2-3 NIV

'There was a violent earthquake, for an angel of the Lord came
down from heaven and, going to the tomb, rolled back the
stone and sat on it. His appearance was like lightning, and his
clothes were white as snow. The guards were so afraid of him
that they shook and became like dead men.’
