2: hole punch

WHAT YOU DO: 
Cut out the eight circles on this page. Glue 
each picture back-to-back to its corresponding 
story sentence to make four paper ornaments. 
Option 1: Open four fillable plastic ornaments 
and place a paper ornament inside each one. 
Close the fillable ornaments and thread yarn 
or an ornament hook through the hole at the 
top. 
Option 2: Punch a hole at the top center of 
each paper ornament. Thread a piece of yarn 
or an ornament hook through the hole. 

WHAT YOU SAY: 
As you hang each ornament, read the story 
sentence and look at the picture together. As 
you look at each picture, say the key phrases 
below: 

1. “Jesus is special because Jesus is
God’s Son.”

2. “Christmas is Jesus’ birthday. Happy
birthday, Jesus!”
