Memory Verse: 
"I have told you these things, so that you can have peace because of me. In this world you will
have trouble. But be encouraged! I have won the battle over the world." John 16:33 (NIV) 

Bible Story: 
Jesus and the Samaritan Woman (John 4) 
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KIDZROCK VALUES (LET YOUR KIDDO LEAD!)

Ask your child if they remember the KidzRock values and try the motions together!

LOVE GOD: We love God because God is love, and He first loved us.
Motions: Heart, hand, point up

LOVE PEOPLE: We love people because God loves all people.
Motions: Give someone a high-five

DO YOUR BEST: When we do our best, God takes care of the rest.
Motions: Two thumbs up

HAVE FUN: We have fun because God gives us joy!
Motions: Jump up and down; be silly

MEMORY VERSE REVIEW: JOHN 16:33 (NIV)
I have told you these things (Point to mouth with one finger, then point outward.)
So that you can have peace because of me (Lay both hands flat on chest over your heart.) 
In this world (Make a circle in front of you with your arms.)
You will have trouble (Make an X with your arms.)
But be encouraged! (Both arms up like you’re giving praise.)
I have won the battle over the world. (Flexing muscles motion with both arms, and then
make a circle in front of you with your arms.)

SETTING UP THE STORY - OBJECT LESSON 
(Totally optional, but powerful!)

What You Need:
A $1 bill (or any bill)

Try This:
Ask: “What is this worth?”
Crumple it up. Step on it. Smooth it back out.
Ask again: “Is it still worth the same?”

Connect It:
“No matter what happens to this dollar, its value never changes. That’s just like you. Nothing
you do, or what others say, can change how valuable you are to God.”

🎥 Bible Story: Watch the lesson video together and then discuss the questions below. 

How do you think the woman felt before she met Jesus? How did she feel after?
Have you ever felt left out, judged, or like you didn’t belong? What do you think Jesus
would say to you in that moment?
Who or what do people sometimes let decide their value? (friends, school, social media,
mistakes)
What does today’s story teach us about how Jesus sees people?
If Jesus says you are loved and valuable, how should that change the way you see yourself?
The woman couldn’t keep the good news to herself—who is someone you could tell about
Jesus this week?
