Yahweh means “To Be” or “He Who Is” 
 
The name Yahweh appears roughly 6000 times in the Hebrew Bible. 
 
The original Hebrew alphabet only had consonants.  
Yod He Waw = YHWH.  
 
Jewish believers revered God’s name Yahweh so sacred that they would not even 
utter it, instead using the term Adonai which is translated into LORD. 
 
Are the names Yahweh and Jehovah the same?
