We commit to being invitational as a Life Group, warmly including newcomers, and seeking
to grow and multiply by reaching out to others in our community, especially those who do
not yet know Christ.

As members of this Life Group, we will continually support, encourage, and pray for one
another, seeking to build one another up in love.

We will avoid gossip, immediately resolve conflicts, and always be respectful of differing
opinions when discussing sensitive topics, such as politics. Group leaders reserve the right
to redirect conversations to keep the focus on Christ.
