[bookmark: _GoBack]Community Group Questions (Genesis 43:1-34)
1. Read through this week’s passage (Genesis 43.1-34). What did you find most helpful, encouraging or challenging from this week’s passage and message?
2. We began with the question, “Can people change?” — How would you answer that in light of both Jeremiah 13:23 and the examples of transformed lives in Scripture?

Jacob’s Transformation
3. Jacob moves from fear to trust as he lets Benjamin go and prays, “May God Almighty grant you mercy.” How does this scene show growth in his faith? What does it teach us about trusting God when we feel out of control?
4. Jacob’s new name, Israel, symbolizes his ongoing transformation. How does that name remind us that spiritual change is usually a process, not a single moment?

Judah’s Transformation
5. Judah changes from being selfish to sacrificial, offering himself as a pledge for Benjamin. How does this foreshadow the kind of transformation God wants to produce in us? How do you see Christ reflected in Judah’s offer?

The Brothers’ Transformation
6. Joseph’s brothers once envied their favored brother, yet by the end of this chapter they “drank and were merry” with Benjamin. What does their joy reveal about healing from envy? How can we learn to rejoice with those who rejoice (Romans 12:15)?

The Process of Transformation
7. We looked at the ways that transformation comes through God’s gracious intervention—sometimes through crisis (like a famine) and sometimes through unexpected grace (like Joseph’s kindness). Which of those ways has God used most in your own life to change you?
