
Psalm 145 
Community Group Questions 

 
1. Read Psalm 145. What did you find helpful or encouraging from this week’s passage 

and message? 
 
 

2. Pastor Lee used the illustration of a child at the ocean to describe our limited 
understanding of God’s greatness (Psalm 145:3). What aspects of creation most fill 
you with a sense of wonder about God’s power? How does recognizing our finite 
minds help us appreciate Him more? 

 
 

3. The psalm highlights the everlasting nature of God’s Kingdom (vv.10-13). How does 
contrasting God’s everlasting Kingdom with the kingdoms of man that come and go 
encourage you in the midst of current world events or personal uncertainties? 

 
 

4. This psalm, as well as others (ie. Psalm 8:3-4) stresses both “the greatness” and “the 
goodness of God.” Why is it so important to hold these truths together? What is lost 
if we emphasize only God’s greatness or goodness? 

 
 

5. This psalm highlights the goodness of God in His grace, mercy, patience, love, 
provision, presence, preservation, righteousness and justice. Share a recent example 
of God’s goodness in your life. 

 
 

6. David commits himself to praise God “every day” and “for ever and ever.” What are 
some practices we can adopt that will make praise an every-day rhythm in our lives?
