• Foster a feeling of community among the choir and orchestra 
• Lead the choir and orchestra to be aligned with the mission 

and standards of FBC and the Worship Arts ministry 
  
Lead the choir and orchestra to lead others to worship in 
worship services 
• Prioritize the congregation singing easy-to-sing worship songs 

and being engaged while singing over sitting and listening to 
the choir and orchestra 

• Teach the choir and orchestra to serve as worship leaders 
• Ensure song, theme, and philosophical alignment with other 

worship services as set by the Worship Arts Pastor/Director 
• Responsible for the creative aspects of the choir and orchestra 

service planning and special services in alignment with the 
Worship Arts Pastor/Director 

  
Steward and maximize the adult choir and orchestra resources 
in alignment with the Worship Arts ministry 
• Prioritize the use of volunteers over paid contractors  
• Manage the budget in a way that values congregational 

worship and the vision of Lead Pastor and Worship Arts 
Pastor/Director 

• Manage the calendar in coordination with the church staff 

Align with the Worship Arts Team and FBC staff 
• Be engaged and aligned with the FBC mission 
• Be engaged and aligned with the Worship Arts Team 
• Ensure all services are unified and aligned with the Lead 

Pastor’s and Worship Arts Pastor’s/Director’s desires  
• Protect the health, relationships, and values of the FBC staff
