Growing Notes 

Warm-up: What is something good you’ve experienced that you naturally 

wanted to tell others about? Why did you want to share it? (Transition: The 

Samaritan woman does exactly this after encountering Jesus.) 
 

Read John 4:27–42. Listen for: What changed in the woman, how people 

responded to her testimony, what Jesus teaches His disciples.  
 

Why Share Your Faith (Eliminating Apathy): Why do you think sharing 

your faith can deepen your walk with God? Where do you see people 

today searching for meaning? How does knowing God change hearts (not 

us) remove pressure?  
 

How To Share Your Faith (Eliminating Inadequacy): How does knowing 

that God sees you at your worst and loves you to the heavens overwhelm 

you with His Grace? Why is your story more powerful than having all the 

answers? How can we point people to Jesus rather than to ourselves?  
 

Application: Identify one person God has placed in your life that doesn’t 

know Jesus. Commit to pray, care, or share as God opens the door. Pray 

for a renewed love for Jesus, courage to be open about faith, and for 

hearts to be ready to respond to the Gospel.
