Ice Breaker: What comes to mind when you think of being a New Creation
in Christ (See Key Verse: 2Cor.5:17)?

What does that image teach us about how to view life’s struggles
and successes? What does it look like for you personally to “walk by faith,
not by sight” (v.7)? Can you share a recent example?

New Motivation (v11-15): Verse 14 says, “Christ’s love compels us.”
What’s the difference between being driven by duty and being compelled
by love? What helps you stay motivated to serve Christ when life feels
discouraging or ordinary?

New ldentity (v16—21): Verse 17 says we are “new creations.” In what
ways has Christ changed how you see yourself or your mission? Paul calls
us “ambassadors for Christ” (v.20). What are some practical ways you can
represent Jesus in your workplace, family, or community this week?

Which of these truths — new perspective, new motivation, or new identity
— do you most need to live out right now? Pray for God to help you walk
in it.
