4 At the sound of their voices the doorposts and 
thresholds shook and the temple was filled with smoke. . . . 6 Then 
one of the seraphim flew to me with a live coal in his hand, which 
he had taken with tongs from the altar. 7 With it he touched my 
mouth and said, . . . 8 Then I heard the voice of the Lord saying, 
“Whom shall I send? And who will go for us?”



Psalm 34:8 Taste and see that the Lord is good; blessed is the one 
who takes refuge in him.

John 7:37 On the last and greatest day of the festival, Jesus stood 
and said in a loud voice, “Let anyone who is 
thirsty come to me and drink



2. RELATE



1 Corinthians 6:17 But whoever is united with the Lord is one with 
him in spirit.

2 Corinthians 13:13 The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ and the 
love of God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you all.

3. RECEIVE



1 Corinthians 2:9 However, as it is written:“What no eye has seen, 
what no ear has heard, and what no human mind has 
conceived” the things God has prepared for those who love him—
10 these are the things God has revealed to us by his Spirit. The 
Spirit searches all things, even the deep things of God.



Philippians 4:6 NKJV 6 Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by 
prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be 
made known to God; 7 and the peace of God, which surpasses 
all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through Christ 
Jesus.



Ephesians 3:17 . . . And I pray that you, being rooted and 
established in love, 18 may have power, together with all the Lord’s 
holy people, to grasp how wide and long and high and deep is the 
love of Christ, 19 and to know  (γνωνα τε) [experiential 
knowledge] this love that surpasses knowledge (την 
υπερβαλλουσαν της γνωσεως)—that you may be filled to the 
measure of all the fullness of God.



4. RECOGNIZE



1 Corinthians 12:7NKJV But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to 
each one for the profit of all: 8 for to one is given the word of wisdom 
through the Spirit, to another the word of knowledge through the 
same Spirit, 9 to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of 
healings by the same Spirit, 10 to another the working of miracles, to 
another prophecy, to another discerning of spirits, to 
another different kinds of tongues, to another the interpretation of 
tongues. 11 But one and the same Spirit works all these 
things, distributing to each one individually as He wills.



5. PERCEIVE



Mark 2:8 Immediately Jesus knew in his spirit that this was what 
they were thinking in their hearts, and he said to them, “Why are 
you thinking these things?

Luke 6:8 But Jesus knew what they were thinking and said to the 
man with the shriveled hand, “Get up and stand in front of 
everyone.” So he got up and stood there.



1 Chronicles 12:32 from Issachar, men 
who understood the times and knew what Israel should do—
200 chiefs, with all their relatives under their command;



Luke 19:3 He wanted to see who Jesus was, but because he was 
short he could not see over the crowd. 4 So he ran ahead and 
climbed a sycamore-fig tree to see him, since Jesus was coming 
that way. 5 When Jesus reached the spot, he looked up and said to 
him, “Zacchaeus, come down immediately. I must stay at your 
house today.”



6. RULE



Psalm 51:12 Restore to me the joy of your salvation and grant me a 
willing spirit, to sustain me.

Proverbs 14:30 NET A tranquil spirit revives the body, but envy is 
rottenness to the bones.

Proverbs 16:32 NKJV He who is slow to anger is better than the 
mighty, And he who rules his spirit than he who takes a city.



Proverbs 17:22 A cheerful heart is good medicine, but a 
crushed spirit dries up the bones.

Proverbs 18:14 NKJV The spirit of a man will sustain him in 
sickness, But who can bear a broken spirit?
