Response…

2 Part Answer

1) “I will make all My goodness 
pass before you.”

2) “I will proclaim
the name of the LORD 
before you.”

Name = character, nature

In Biblical sense, Name 
represents who you really are.
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Jesus, John 17:6
“I have manifested Your name to the men 
whom You have given Me out of the world.”

Exodus 20:7 (3rd of The 10 Commandments)
"You shall not take the name of the LORD your 

God in vain, for the LORD will not hold him 
guiltless who takes His name in vain.



Exodus 34:6-7
6 And the LORD passed before him and 
proclaimed, "The LORD, the LORD God, 
merciful and gracious, longsuffering, and 
abounding in goodness and truth,
7 "keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving 
iniquity and transgression and sin, by no means 
clearing the guilty, visiting the iniquity of the 
fathers upon the children and the children's 
children to the third and the fourth generation."



Exodus 34:6-7

• These two verses are the 
most quoted and referred to 
verses in the Bible.

• The ideas spoken in Exodus 34:6-7
are found throughout Scripture.
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"The LORD…”
• Notice the word is in all caps (as opposed to Lord)

• YHWH or YAHWEH  (6,500+ in the Bible)
• I AM or I Will Be

• Jehovah is an English transliteration of Yahweh
• Replaced with Adonai = Lord = LORD
• Jews consider this the unspeakable Name

• This is the name God revealed to Moses in Exodus 3 
at the burning bush.



"The LORD, the LORD God…”
• The LORD God… capital “G” God vs. god.
• YHWH the Almighty

• God = El (short for Elohim)   As opposed to “elohim”

• Scripture teaches that there are other gods 
or spirit beings that people worship who are 
a lesser beings than The LORD and are often 
malevolent in nature. 

• Remember the first 2 commandments?



Deuteronomy 10:17
"For the LORD your God is God of gods and 

Lord of lords, the great God, mighty and 
awesome, who shows no partiality nor takes 

a bribe.”

LORD = Yahweh
God = Eloyim
god = eloyim

The Great Eloyim



Exodus 34:6
6 And the LORD passed before him and

7 "keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving
iniquity and transgression and sin, by no 
means clearing the guilty, visiting the iniquity 
of the fathers upon the children and the 
children's children to the third and the fourth 
generation."
