Many details are still being finalized here in Texas 
as well as across Sweden, Finland, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, and Poland. Pray for our 
leadership team, who have been working for months to ensure all preparations are in place.

•	 Morning: Pray for that day’s concert and ministry opportunities.
•	 Midday (concert hour): Pray as the gospel is being sung and preached.
•	 Evening: Pray for the next day’s travel and ministry.

TUESDAY, September 16

ARRIVAL IN STOCKHOLM, SWEDEN:   
Overview 
Early morning transfers will take the team to their final flights into Stockholm. Pray 
that all instruments and personal bags will be transferred correctly and arrive on 
time with the group in Stockholm.

Buses will transfer the group to MS Nordstjernen, an Arctic Exploration Vessel 
where the choir and team will live, eat, and sleep for the duration of the tour. 
Please pray for them as they settle in and end the day with a brief time of prayer 
and praise. Ask God to refresh and prepare each of them for daily ministry that 
begins tomorrow. 

How to Pray Today
•	Pray for safe, on-time arrivals for all team members and luggage.
•	Pray for a smooth transition onto the ship and into their living spaces.
•	Pray for rest, renewal, and spiritual preparation for ministry.

wednesDAY, September 17

CONCERT #1 IN STOCKHOLM, SWEDEN: 
Overview
Each day begins with breakfast and a time of devotion in two groups (the ship 
does not have a hall large enough for everyone to attend at once). After a buffet 
lunch, the group transfers at 3:00 pm to City Church for Concert One at 6:00 pm 
(550 seats).

The ship departs at 10:00 pm for a 15-hour overnight journey across the Baltic Sea 
to Turku, Finland (181 nautical miles).

How to Pray Today
•	Pray that the church is filled with people who will say “yes” when the gospel is 

sung and preached.
•	Pray for effective ministry and open hearts in Stockholm.
•	Pray that many will hear and respond to the gospel.

Prayer Promise: Isaiah 55:11

THURSDAY, September 18

CONCERT #2 IN TAMPERE, FINLAND:
Overview
Morning arrival at Turku, Finland Harbor at 11:00 am. After breakfast and devotional, 
the group will travel on buses 2 hours to Tampere’s Pentecostal Church (900 seats). 
They will have a meal at the church and Concert Two at 7:00 pm. Afterward, they 
return by bus to the ship, arriving at 11:00 pm.

How to Pray Today
•	Pray that the church is filled with people who have never trusted Christ alone 

for forgiveness and new life.
•	Pray for the team’s strength and focus during a long day of travel and ministry
•	Pray that song lyrics shown in each country’s language prepare hearts to 

receive the message of Christ.

FRIDAY, September 19

CONCERT #3 IN TURKU, FINLAND:
Overview
The ship remains overnight in Turku Harbor for this evening’s Concert Three in 
Turku at St. Michael’s Parish Church at 6:00 pm (over 1,000 seats). This historic city 
is home to 600,000 people.

How to Pray Today
•	Pray for the presence of God to be evident in this historic church.
•	Pray that many will hear and respond to the gospel.
•	Pray for Trent Blackley as he directs the choir with energy day after day.
•	Pray for the technical staff as they set up equipment in a new venue each day.

Prayer Promise: Deuteronomy 28:2–6

Saturday, September 20

CONCERT #4 IN TALLINN, ESTONIA:
Overview
The ship arrives in Tallinn, Estonia, after 15 hours on the Baltic. The port is near 
the ancient Oleviste Baptist Church (800 seats), where the choir presents Concert 
Four at 4:00 pm. The ship departs Tallinn at 8:00 pm, crossing the Baltic Sea for a 
20-hour journey to Riga, Latvia (a 274 nautical mile trip).

How to Pray Today
•	Pray for smooth sailing and the health of the team.
•	Pray that hundreds without Christ will attend, hear the gospel, and respond.
•	Pray for protection from seasickness on the overnight journey.
•	Pray for Michael Gott as he shares the message of Christ through a different 

interpreter in each country.

Prayer Promise: Psalm 107:29



Sunday, September 21

CONCERT #5 IN RIGA, LATVIA:
Overview
The entire team worships on the ship on Sunday morning—a time of praise, prayer, 
and a biblical challenge—as MS Nordstjernen continues across the Baltic. Arrival in 
Port of Riga, Latvia is at 4:00 pm.

Concert Five in Riga is at 7:00 pm at Matthew Baptist Church (450 seats), the largest 
church in central Riga. The team will need God’s help for stamina and protection 
from travel fatigue.

How to Pray Today
•	Pray for a powerful time of worship on the ship that strengthens and unites the team.
•	Pray for renewed energy and alertness after long travel.
•	Pray that the concert is filled with people ready to hear and respond to the 

gospel.

Prayer Promise: Galatians 6:9

Monday, September 22

CONCERT #6 IN LIEPĀJA, LATVIA:
Overview
Travel to Liepāja will take 15 hours (179 nautical miles). The team will face the 
challenge of ministering in a nation experiencing a downturn in church attendance 
and the ongoing threat of Russian aggression.

The evangelistic concert will be at 7:00 pm in the famous Great Amber Hall (970 
seats).

How to Pray Today
•	Ask God to powerfully draw people to Christ during the concert.
•	Pray for courage, clarity, and joy for the team in sharing the gospel.
•	Pray for encouragement for local believers and churches.
•	Pray for director Will James and the orchestra to bless the 

people who attend.

Prayer Promise: Psalm 96:1–4



Tuesday, September 23

CONCERT #7 IN KLAIPĖDA, LITHUANIA:
Overview
The sailing will be only 60 miles but will take 6 hours on the Baltic, arriving in 
Klaipėda, Lithuania—a strongly Catholic nation with few evangelical churches. 
Baptists number only about 200 in this Baltic country.

The 7:00 pm evangelistic concert will be in the Michealsen Center at Lithuanian 
Christian College, which seats 800.

How to Pray Today
•	Pray for a full audience with open hearts to the gospel.
•	Pray for encouragement and boldness for the small evangelical community in 

Lithuania.
•	Pray for God’s Spirit to move in a powerful way.

Prayer Promise: Psalm 22:27–28

Wednesday, September 24

CONCERT #8 IN GDAŃSK, POLAND:
Overview
Arrival in Gdańsk, Poland, follows a 10-hour voyage from Klaipėda. The final daily 
devotionals are held this morning (two per day due to seating limitations).

The team will briefly tour Gdańsk—one of Poland’s largest cities and a beautiful 
Baltic port city—before Concert Eight at 7:00 pm at the renowned Baltic Philharmonic 
(more than 900 seats). Five Baptist churches unite to fill the hall with people.

How to Pray Today
•	Pray that God’s presence fills the concert hall.
•	Pray for unity among the local churches and effective follow-up after the 

concert.
•	Pray that many will place their faith in Christ tonight.

Prayer Promise: Isaiah 58:9



Thursday, September 25

TRAVEL DAY TO WARSAW, POLAND:
Overview
Depart the ship by bus for Warsaw (4 hours, 210 miles). After checking into a 
centrally located hotel, the team will have a celebration gathering to vividly recall 
God’s blessings on this mission.

How to Pray Today
•	Pray that all glory is given to God for what He has done through the music and 

messages on this mission.
•	Pray for a sweet time of fellowship and worship as the team celebrates God’s 

work.

Prayer Promise: John 12:32

Friday, September 26

DEPARTURES FROM POLAND: 
Overview
Early-morning transfers to Chopin Airport in Warsaw for flights home, with 
afternoon and evening arrivals.

How to Pray Today
•	Pray for safe travels and smooth connections for all team members.
•	Pray for lasting spiritual fruit in the lives of those who heard the gospel during 

the mission.
•	Pray for rest, renewal, and continued ministry opportunities after the trip.
